The Psalms Project

At the beginning of the year, we put out a call to artists in our church to contribute to
an ambitious project; to write original songs and create visual artwork to accompany
each of the 15 Psalms that would be part of our summer sermon series. Our creative
community responded enthusiastically and has been hard at work since then crafting
art that will come alongside the teaching and worship to help our congregation engage
the Psalms more deeply!

Each Sunday you will hear (and most weeks be invited to sing!) a new song and will see
a reproduction of the visual art created for the Psalm. The original art piece will be
displayed in the sanctuary near the stage. In September we are planning a night to play
all of the songs together and will set up a gallery with all 15 art pieces.

Artist Statements

Visual Art:

Jeanne Johnston / Psalm 83 / oil with cold wax medium, gold leaf

O'my God, make them like whirling dust, like chaff before the wind. As fire consumes
the forest, as the flames sets the mountains ablaze, so you may pursue them with your
tempest, and terrify them with your hurricane! This Psalm&#39;s vivid imagery ex-
presses anger and hatred toward God's enemies. So..., | created two paintings that de-
picted desolation and destruction. The red painting was also developed in oil with cold
wax medium, allowing me to demonstrate the forest engulfed in flames, and the moun-
tains burned. | embedded gold leaf for the Glory of God and in the name of the Lord of
the Most High.

Music:

Dan Reppert / So That They Know Your Name (Psalm 83)

[ found the historical allusions and raw emotions of this psalm very challenging to ren-
der in a pleasing modern song format, so | chose to explore the moral resolve and sor-
row that underlie the torrential anger. Nahum 1, similar in theme, provided imagery for
the first verse. [ also looked to Hagar, a foreign national who was exploited, trafficked,
and abandoned by Abraham and his wife. Hagar called Yaweh by the name El Roi, “The
God Who Sees” (Gen 16). The corruption and violence of God's enemies must be
named and prayed against, even if and perhaps most especially when they are within
God’s people. The last verse of Psalm 83 gives this glimmer of a hopeful vision- that,

even as God's enemies are ultimately extinguished, Yahweh's name will be known.

Call to Worship Psalm 981-4

The Call to Worship and the Benediction are important traditions in the history of
Christian worship. As the start and close of the service, they make an important
point to us about worship: God gets the first and last word.

We understand the Call to Worship as God's call to us. If we are ever to have a
relationship with God, it is God who must first initiate to us. God alone can invite
us and draw us in.

Likewise, in the Benediction, it is only by God's blessing (which is what a “benedic-
tion” is) and power are we able to go out into the world, to surrender our lives in
daily worship, and to live out God's mission.

Leader: Sing to the LORD a new song,

for he has done marvelous things;

his right hand and his holy arm have worked salvation for him.
All: The LORD has made his salvation known

and revealed his righteousness to the nations.

Leader: He has remembered his love

and his faithfulness to the house of Israel;

all the ends of the earth have seen the salvation of our God.
All: Shout for joy to the LORD, all the earth,

burst into jubilant song with music;

Passing of the Peace

Why is the Greeting put after our Words of Forgiveness? The book of 2 Corinthi-
ans reminds us that part of God's goal in reconciling Himself to us was that we
might likewise be reconciled with one another. But for healing and wholeness to
take place in our relationships (which is what the Greeting enacts as we acknowl-
edge one another in the peace of our Lord), we must first know the healing of our
relationship with God through Christ. God's pardon of us sets us free to love and
forgive one another without reservation or qualification!

Prayer of Renewal

Church, City, World. Corporate prayer is an essential part of the worship and work
of God’s people. We pray for specific needs- naming and sometimes lamenting
the brokenness in the world- mindful to ask our powerful and merciful God for
help for the Church, the city, the world, and for one another.

The leader will end each section of the prayer by saying “Lord, in Your mercy...”
and the congregation responds with “..Hear our prayer.”

Scripture Reading

What do we do during the Scripture Reading? Because the Word of God is one of
the chief means through which God has chosen to speak to us, it is a principle and
direct way we “hear from God" in worship. The public reading of Scripture, then,
is a sacred act that deserves our full attention and focus. Especially in our age,
we must discipline ourselves to listen to readings for longer periods of time, for
God's Word is food for our soul.
